Lectures and workshops
Lectures will be held in the TS Eliot Lecture Theatre.

Registration

The registration desk is in the entrance lobby of the T S Eliot Theatre building and will be open on
Monday 25 March from 10:30.

Residents
If you booked the residential option you will be staying at Merton College, Merton Street, Oxford
OX1 4JD. For those staying at the College, please note that rooms must be vacated by 10:00 on

Sunday arrivals

night porter will come and open the door and issue you with your accommodation key

Monday arrivals

o If you enter via the Porters’ Lodge in Merton Street, OX1 4JD. The porters will direct you to
a space where you can leave your luggage. Then you can make your way straight to the
lecture theatre.

o If you wish to arrive directly to the T S Eliot Theatre in Rose Lane we will have space
available for you to store your luggage.

o You can pick your room keys up from the registration desk in the T S Eliot Lecture Theatre
foyer. Rooms will be available from 15:00
